Cultural Understanding, Integrity and
Democracy in Ukraine and Beyond

A series of talks, accompanied

by interventions of Ukrainian artists

in the contemporary art collection

of the LWL-Museum fir Kunst und Kultur

Since the end of the Cold War, the concept of Eastern, Central, and
Western Europe has gained more and more geographical
significance every year. However, communication problems
between Eastern and Western parts of Europe were not solved.
The conception of so-called "fraternal-nations" and the mixing of
cultural identity is a distortion and a mistake at the political level,
which in part has led to the disastrous consequences of today.

The war in Europe 2022, which assumed the name "War against
Ukraine" has brought the entire world in a transition state. The war
opens a global question of the independence and freedom,
security, and integrity of Europe, and raises the issue of protecting
democracy in countries within Europe and beyond.

“Transition. Cultural Understanding, Integrity and Democracy in
Ukraine and Beyond” is a series of seven public talks and
discussions with experts and cultural representatives from Ukraine
and Germany as well as other European countries, which revolve
around cultural understanding, integrity and democracy.
Conversations lean on such historical political and social changes in
Ukraine and Europe in general, that took place in the post-war era,
during the "Perebudova'-period (known as Perestroika) and
nowadays.

The starting point for the conversations will be the artistic
intervention of the Ukrainian artists in the contemporary collection
of the LWL-Museum fir Kunst und Kultur. The topics of the
“Transition Talks” are mirroring the connections between the art
works of the collection and the interventions.

Obwohl das geografische Konzept von Ost-, Mittel- und
Westeuropa seit dem Ende des Kalten Krieges an Bedeutung
gewonnen hat, existieren noch immer Kommunikationsprobleme
zwischen ost- und westeuropaischen Landern. Politische Begriffe
wie ,Brudervolker” und ,Vermischung kultureller Identitaten®
erweisen sich als verzerrte Konstrukte und gravierende Irrtimer
und tragen zur heutigen verheerenden Situation bei.

Mit dem Ausbruch des Krieges in der Ukraine im Jahr 2022, der
inzwischen als ,Krieg gegen die Ukraine® bekannt ist, trat die Welt in
eine Phase des Ubergangs ein. Der Konflikt wirft globale Fragen zu
Unabhangigkeit und Freiheit, Sicherheit und territorialer Integritat
der europdischen Lander auf und macht deutlich, dass die
Demokratie in Europa und anderen Teilen der Welt geschitzt
werden muss.

Jransition. Kulturelles Verstandnis, Integritat und Demokratie in der
Ukraine und anderswo” ist eine Reihe von sieben &ffentlichen
Gesprachen mit Expertinnen und Vertreterinnen der kulturellen
Szene in der Ukraine, Deutschland und anderen europaischen
Landern. Sie konzentriert sich auf kulturelles Verstandnis, territoriale
Integritat und Demokratie. Fokussiert werden die historischen,
politischen und sozialen Veranderungen in der Ukraine und Europa
nach dem Zweiten Weltkrieg wahrend der ,Perebudova“-, bekannt
als ,,Perestroika“-Periode, und heute.

Werke von ukrainischen Kinstlerinnen, die in der Sammlung fir
zeitgenossische Kunst des LWL-Museums Kunst und Kultur als
Intervention ausgestellt sind, sind der Ausgangspunkt fur die
Gesprache. Die Themen der ,Transition Talks" spiegeln sich in den
Verbindungen zwischen den Kunstwerken der Sammlung und den
Interventionen wider.
